Ascend a modest spiral staircase to the sleeping quarters, comprised of a full bed under a pitched

roof and two twin beds in a separate room with door. In the spring and summer use the air 

conditioning or refresh in the gentle breezes that flow through open windows. In colder weather

there is forced air heat or warm yourself with the working wood fireplace. When not visiting one of

the areas many attractions or fine resturants, simply enjoy a quiet time on this private and 

secluded nature reserve. Animal lovers will enjoy a visit to the working farm across the road, which

serves as a pot-belly pig sanctuary. Explore one of the many hiking trails, fish in the nearby stream 

or just sit on the porch swing and watch nature and wildlife (and pigs!) go by.

Staircase, though

short, is steep and may not be appropriate for the very young or eldery.
